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My dear parishioners,

This Sunday St Mark presents us with his
two women who find their place at the
heart of this evangelist’s gospel. The old
woman whose debilitating illness meant that
she desperately reached out to Jesus, and
the little girl of Jairus who lies on her
deathbed. The scene is set.

St Augustine, commentating on the
woman’s encounter says, ‘She touches Him,
the people crowd Him. Is her touching not
a sign of her belief?’

We need this contact. In the sacraments we
have this physical touch and our faith is
enlivened. And the woman’s faith has made
her well, just as the sacraments feed our
spiritual health and touch our lives too, in
ways that are deep and mysterious.
‘Daughter....” says Jesus, and we feel all the
compassion and love of the Lord for this
restored and healed woman. One moment
she is weak and debilitated from this
constant drain, the next instant, divine
strength is running through her.

From the fringes of the community the
power, which comes from the fringe of

Jesus’ garment, has propelled her into the
limelight: she becomes a sign of the power
of Christ. She had known that she risked the
possibility of rendering someone else unclean of
dragging another person into her exile, but now her
story will be told, her trusting hand, accessing a
fresh well of mercy.

The old woman has got her life back, as the
news of the little gitl’s death is overheard.
Jesus we are told ignores the gossip but
then acts. He take his companions, only
three are necessary, they will be witnesses.
Another Church Father, St Bede, imagines
the scene:

‘To men’s eyes she was dead, she could not
be awoken; in God’s eyes she was alive and
subject to God’s power, and her body was
resting, awaiting the resurrection. Hence the
custom which arose amongst Christians of
referring to the dead, whom we know will
rise again, as those who are asleep....’

As we celebrate the last Sunday of First
Holy Communion for our children we are
mindful of many important truths:

1. The Lord desires that we live
abundantly.
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2. Life is the most precious gift and we
treasure the lives of our children,
born and growing in the womb and
waiting to be allowed to be born. We
treasure too the lives of the weakest
and the elderly who show wus
extraordinary and powerful things.

3. The sacrament of Christ’s Body and
Blood feeds our lives and our own
hope for eternal life.

4. The loving touch of Jesus Christ is
our daily experience, even when we
open our hearts to Him in the
smallest ways.

May we feel and know for ourselves the
touch of Jesus Christ on this His Day and
everyday.
