Confessions By appointment and before and after Saturday 
Masses 
 
My dear parishioners,  
 
The intense rains are boring and can of 
course cause difficulty for many, but in this 
country most of us are able to get on with 
our lives in relative normality. Weather of 
biblical proportions is not part of our 
common experience. 
 
On the odd occasion I’ve been in the air or 
at sea or driving in intense conditions, I’ve 
felt a little scared. I remember travelling to 
Rome with my friend Fr Jonathan. Over the 
Alps the aeroplane bumped around as if we 
were on a trampoline. I was a little anxious, 
he was terrified and the cabin crew carried 
on serving gin and fizzy water and luke 
warm coffee as if there was nothing to 
worry about. 
 
Our knowledge and experience of such 
phenomena takes us a long way. Presumably 
the disciples on the lake were terrified 
because they hadn’t quite experienced a gale 
like this. Almost swamped, Jesus seems to 
sleep through these events until they wake 
Him. What would the carpenter’s son know 
about such things? The fishermen defer, 
sensing in Jesus a power to calm even wind 
and sea.  

This beautiful moment of peace after the 
storm is a metaphor of faith and life for us: 
Jesus is there is the desperate times even 
though we may feel He is simply sleeping 
and uninterested.  
 
The excellent hymn Dear Lord and Father of 
mankind, paints the scene and reminds us of 
the presence of Our Lord in all the 
circumstances of life, even the heats (note 
heats, not hearts!) of our desires. 
 

Dear Lord and Father of mankind, 
Forgive our foolish ways! 
Reclothe us in our rightful mind, 
In purer lives Thy service find, 
In deeper reverence, praise. 
 
In simple trust like theirs who heard 
Beside the Syrian sea 
The gracious calling of the Lord, 
Let us, like them, without a word 
Rise up and follow Thee. 
 
O Sabbath rest by Galilee! 
O calm of hills above, 
Where Jesus knelt to share with Thee 
The silence of eternity 
Interpreted by love! 
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With that deep hush subduing all 
Our words and works that drown 
The tender whisper of Thy call, 
As noiseless let Thy blessing fall 
As fell Thy manna down. 
 
Drop Thy still dews of quietness, 
Till all our strivings cease; 
Take from our souls the strain and 
stress, 
And let our ordered lives confess 
The beauty of Thy peace. 
 
Breathe through the heats of our desire 
Thy coolness and Thy balm; 
Let sense be dumb, let flesh retire; 
Speak through the earthquake, wind,
