Confessions By appointment and before and after Saturday

My dear parishioners,

In the intrigue which is the life of St Paul,
the concept of weakness presents itself
trequently. That’s intriguing for many of us,
not least because we spend lots of time and
effort covering up our weaknesses. When I
don’t know something, we bluff...When
I'm sick or lacking energy, I pretend all is
well. When we’re in conflict, it’s somebody
else’s fault.

The business of weakness is complex. Most
of us like to appear strong although
sometimes we delight in our frailty. And
many of us have a feeling that when we are
weak we must be being punished, either by
ourselves, or the world around or even and

especially by Almighty God Himself

So if God exists and loves me and I want to
do what God wants, why doesn’t he make
me strong? It’s a reasonable enough
question.

Paul is strong in the Lord, favoured, we
might say, by extraordinary revelations. But
he has to contend with a weakness., his
‘thorn in the flesh. We are not sure what
this might be.
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Some say something physical, others
emotional, others still something personal.
And that about covers it: sickness, sadness,
someone....

Paul understandably prays that the
weakness will go and seems to receive an
unexpected answer. ‘My grace is enough for
you: my power is at its best in weakness’.

Isn’t it a liberation to know that at the heart
of our faith is a moment of supreme
weakness and the mystery of our
redemption is worked out as human
strength ebbs away.....

I know that my knowledge, my health, my
happiness and even my loved ones will only
take me so far. All these things are finite,
only Christ, and Him crucified, can give that
grace which makes me a child of God.

Let us identify those weaknesses and
embrace them!

Let us be realistic about our limitations and
our struggles.

Let us make them part of our prayer and
offer them on the altar with the Victim who
is the Lamb of God who takes away the sins
of the world and grants us peace.
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After all if this worked for one of the
greatest Christians of all time, it can work
for us to, because it is not ‘my way’ but ‘His
