Dear Parishioners, dear friends, 
 
This Sunday is often referred to as Good 
Shepherd Sunday. Jesus, our Good 
Shepherd, invites us to follow Him, He 
leads us to eternal life. The food for the 
journey, the grace which inspires and 
sanctifies us, is given through the 
sacraments and for the sacraments we need 
priests.  
 
This is the way the Church is both 
constituted and animated and vocations to 
the priesthood are therefore crucial to the 
life of a healthy Church.  
 
On this Sunday let us reflect on where our 
priests come from, our support for them 
and our prayer for vocations to the 
priesthood.

Let us also recognise that this Sunday is a 
day of prayer for our bishop who is 
shepherd and apostle amongst us. His 
dedication and hard work, his prayerfulness 
and cheerfulness are a constant blessing to 
the clergy and faithful of this diocese.
