My dear parishioners,

Many people are surprised when I tell
them that the priests with whom I spend
most time, either in messages, regular
contact or face to face, are younger than
myself. After 25 years as a priest there
are plenty younger, of course, but the
surprise is a feeling that young priests
are a rare bunch.

There’s something in that. I our own
diocese we had just one ordination last
year and with only 6 seminarians we
cannot expect much than ones and twos
for the foreseeable future.

As well as our splendid seminarians and
young priests of our diocese I count
priest friends from orders and
communities — the Norbetines, the
Oratorians, the Dominicans — as well as
from overseas —the United States,
France, Italy — who inspire with their
zeal and passion for priesthood.

In a period of the Church’s life where we
are exercised by the so-called ‘vocations
crisis’ I’ve been thinking about what

makes my young brothers tick. It seems
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to me that they share some important
things.

The first is that they love life and the
mystery of life. Profoundly, they have a
passionate sense of the dignity of
human life from beginning to end, but
they also love everything in between,
from family to friendship, from culture
to opportunity: in these things they take
delight, they laugh loudly and make for
delightful company.

Secondly, they love the liturgy, its
beauty and its tradition. This experience
has very often brought them to consider
the call to priesthood. They have
embraced an authentic and profound
sense of what it is to live in the life of
Christ through a profound, considered,
beautiful and authentic celebration of
the Holy Mass.

Finally, they pray. And in their prayer of
contemplation and intercession they see
the beauty of the world and the needs of
humanity through an experience of a
deep and developing relationship with
Jesus Christ. Who wouldn’t want such
friends!
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On this Easter Sunday of Christ, the
Good Shepherd, please pray that the
young men of your own Catholic circles
prayerfully consider this extraordinary
life, please pray for vocations to the
priesthood, please pray for our
seminarians and when you meet a
young priest enjoy his good company
and do what you can to encourage and
support him. If you find yourself a bit
tongue tied ask him his story of call to
the priesthood, its almost always
fascinating stuff.
