WELCOME TO MASS Readings and
prayers are found in the Parish Missals for The
Third Sunday of Lent Year A.

Dear Parishioners, dear friends,

This Third Sunday of Lent we switch
gospels and read from St John. We hear an
extraordinary encounter of Jesus and the
Samaritan women, at a well in the Samaritan
town of Sychar. This woman is on the

fringes of things and yet Jesus has time for
her.

The encounter is more than just a cosy
meeting. As we stand to listen to the gospel
at Sunday Mass a number of things might
go through our minds. We might be feeling
that this is all rather long and unnecessary;
we might feel a little tired and looking
forward to sitting down just as soon as we
can; we might wonder what the levels of
meaning might be trying to say.

I encourage you to prepare for the gospel
this Sunday by reading it in advance and
perhaps even praying a little with it. Take a
scene, the opening scene perhaps. Imagine
the scene, the buildings, the public place,
the sand, the well. Imagine the faces of the
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woman and of Jesus Himself. And imagine
the voice of the Lord simply asking, as He
asked, the woman, for a drink.

Imagine now what He would say to you.
Perhaps He would speak about some aspect
of your life? Perhaps He might ask you to
do something for Him? Perhaps He might
point out a truth which you have known but
resisted. Perhaps He might ask for a
renewal of your love.

Think then how this type of prayer leaves
you. Sit with the feelings for a little. Don’t
rush on to the next task, simply give
yourself time to reflect and ponder.

When you hear the gospel again at Mass
listen to it in a similar spirit of prayer and
reflection. Focus on the scene, be generous
with your attention, feel free to close your
eyes and then ask again the simply
contemplative question: what is Jesus, my
triend and brother, saying to me.

With the assurance of my prayers, especially
in the Sacrifice of the Mass, and my
affectionate good wishes.
