Karen works for CAFOD  Peru
partner Human Rights without
Borders DHSF), and Esmeralda is a
community leader from Espinar, Peru. She
has been affected by toxic metals found in
her body, as she lives in a zone that is
heavily affected due to its proximity to a
tailings dam, and her community has
suffered the health, environmental, social
and cultural impacts of mining operations in
Espinar, going back more than 40 years.
Their visit to Europe is part of an
international campaign to push for due
diligence legislation. CAFOD has supported
DHSF to carry out community water
monitoring in Espinar to establish the levels
of toxicity, and legal processes of those who
have been criminalised for speaking out
against the abuses. The talk will be followed
by a Q/A session. Lucy Jardine (parishioner
and Communications Officer for CAFOD -
Latin America and the Caribbean) will
facilitate the talk and Q/A.
