uncomfortable in the Church. But if you decide to come, please be assured that we’ll 

do our best to keep you safe. Windows and doors will be left open, we have hand 
sanitizers at the entrance, and we will ask everyone to wear a mask unless they are 

exempt. It goes without saying that if you are showing any symptoms or anyone you 
have been in close contact has COVID, please do not attend the services. We will be 
live streaming so you will not be missing out! We hope you all understand but at the 

moment it is all we can do.
