Baking Investigation- Emerald and Quartz
Cherry cakes
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Here are the ingredients I bought: 

Eggs – they come in boxes of 12

Chocolate chips – there were 36 in the bag

Cherries – there were 36 in the tub

Sugar – the bag weighs 500g

Flour – the bag weighs 200g

Cake cases – there were 24 in the box

Here are the amounts of each ingredient that I used:

Eggs – I used ¾ of the box

Chocolate chips – I used 5/6 of the bag

Cherries – I used 2/3 of the tub

Sugar – I used 3/5 of the bag

Flour – I used ¼ of the bag 

Cake cases – I used ¼ of the box 
If you finish writing my recipe, work out how much money I spent on each ingredient too.

Here are the costs for each ingredient (remember, this is the cost of the whole bag or pack – I want to know how much it cost for the amount I used). Write a list of the items and their price in your book. 
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So, for example, eggs cost 40p for the whole box. But I only used ¾ of the box! So what is ¾ of 40p? (Hint: remember to work out ¼ first).

Eggs – 40p

Chocolate chips – 36p

Cherries – 90p

Sugar – £5.00

Flour – £4.00

Cake cases – 48p

And if you finish that, work out how much the recipe cost me in total!
