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Appendix 1 - Staff Acceptable Use of Technology Policy for Remote Learning and Online
Communication

The Remote Learning Acceptable Use of Technology Policy is in place to safeguard all members of Cardinal Newman
Catholic Primary School community when taking part in remote learning following any full or partial school closures.

Leadership Oversight and Approval

Remote learning will only take place using Teams.
Staff will only use school managed or specific, approved professional accounts with learners and/or parents
and carers.

e Use of any personal accounts to communicate with learners and/or parents/carers is not permitted.

o Any pre-existing relationships or situations which mean this cannot be complied with will be
discussed with the Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL) and Headteacher.

e Staff will use work provided equipment where possible e.g. a school/setting laptop, tablet, or other
mobile device. (If this is not provided, leaders should ensure clear expectations are in place in
relation to safeguarding and data security when using personal devices e.g. using strong
passwords, suitable levels of encryption, logging off or locking devices when not in use etc.)

Online contact with learners and/or parents and carers will not take place outside of the operating times as
defined by SLT:

e The school day- 8:30-15:15
All remote lessons will be formally timetabled; a member of SLT, DSL and/or head of department is able to
drop in at any time.
Live streamed remote learning sessions will only be held with approval and agreement from the headteacher.
