Dear Parishioners, dear friends,

Pilgrimage is a key aspect of Christian living.
Places of pilgrimage feature prominently in
the devotional life of the Catholic and
Lourdes is perhaps the most popular, after
the Lord’s own Holy Land.

I was fortunate enough to make the
pilgrimage to Lourdes last week after an
absence of three years. I felt blessed to be in
company with our forty special pilgrims, who
in their suffering and pain stayed at the
Lourdes shrine hospital, close to the grotto.

It was at the grotto in Lourdes (a tip for
rubbish in the 1850s) that Our Lady first
appeared to St Bernadette. Bernadette was
singled out in her humility and weakness and
I often wonder that in a spirit of humility and
weakness we are called to present ourselves
to Our Lady. The weak and the humble, in
company with Bernadette, know their need
of God.
