Dear Parishioners, dear friends, 

 
This week we celebrate the Solemnity of he 
Ascension of Our Lord. This highpoint of 
the Easter Season, celebrated on the 
Thursday before Pentecost, marks the 
beginning of the novena of prayer (which is 
the archetype of all novenas) as we wait on 
the coming of the Holy Spirit. Easter 
concludes with Pentecost and we bask in 
the mystery of the life of the Risen One, 
our ascended and glorified Lord; He does 
not leave us comfortless but sends the Spirit 
of truth, to lead us into all truth. 
 
The truth of God is understood in the face 
of Jesus Christ. We have witnessed His life 
on earth and the gentle truth of His ministry 
amongst us, we have beheld His risen life – 
in the garden, on the lakeside, in the upper 
room – and now we are covered in His 
glory and realise something of our own 
glorified destiny.  
 
The glory of Jesus is glimpsed for us in the 
Cross. At Molesey we have a striking and 

beautiful depiction of the Cross of Christ. 
At Hersham a beautifully restored crucifix 
has now found a place in our church. It has 
come from a redundant church in our 
diocese and has been restored for worthy 
use by the artists Hebe & Alice who have 
given their services for minimal cost.  The 
former image is in our sacristy for closer 
inspection and comparison.  
 
We welcome this Thursday some of our 
diocesan seminarians. Dan and Barnabas at 
the beginning of their formation and the 
more seasoned Scott and Gary. They will 
assist at Mass, visit our schools and enjoy 
the hospitality of the parish. I plan to 
interview them for our Facebook page. We 
will sing vespers at 6pm. The Masses on 
Ascension Thursday are at 9.30am, 12 noon 
& 7pm. We extend a warm welcome to 
them and assure them of our prayers.  
 
Meanwhile, the bishops plan to restore the 
obligation to be at Holy Mass every Sunday 
from Pentecost.
