WELCOME TO MASS Readings and 
prayers are found in the Parish Missals for Fourth 
Sunday of Easter.   
 
Dear Parishioners, dear friends, 
This Sunday, Good Shepherd Sunday, the 
Church invites us to pray especially for 
vocations to the priesthood. We welcome 
Scott Coleman, our seminarian, who will 
speak to us at Mass and encourage us in our 
prayer and support for vocations.  

Scott has his own vocation story and 
it is always good to hear the story of the 
journey of a young man’s road to the 
seminary. We know him well and know 
something of what makes him tick.  

The essential part of the discernment 
of any vocation is prayer. In the prayer of 
everyday all of us are called to ask what the 
Lord might want of us for the day ahead; in 
the prayer of vocation the question is asked 
in terms of the rest of our lives.

a call to priesthood is a brave thing. Indeed, 
most of us would not be called to share in 
such a way. We ask this of Scott, not just to 
encourage our prayerful support of him, but 
also to encourage other young men to think 
of the possibility of a call to priesthood. 

I am mindful of the support and 
encouragement of many over the years in 
now in my own vocation and priestly work. 
I am grateful to those who genuinely offer 
that generous gift of themselves.  

Pope Francis spoke of the smell of 
the sheep and the need for the pastor to live 
immersed in the life of his parish, the little 
flock as you might say. Our own parishes 
offer generous welcome to all who pass 
through, and Scott is sure of the warmest of 
welcomes today.  

We pray for you and the seminarians 
of our diocese, dear Scott. We especially 
remember Nick Harden to be ordained to 
the priesthood for this diocese in July, we 
ask that the Lord may raise up holy priests 
to serve His Church.
