Confessions By appointment and before and after Saturday 
Masses 
 My dear parishioners, 
 
Last week we heard Jesus describe 
Himself as the good shepherd who 
knows His sheep and looks after them. 
This week he speaks of Himself as the 
‘true vine’. These descriptions Our Lord 
uses (and there are many of them) are 
known as the I am sayings. I am the 
Good Shepherd, I am the True Vine, I 
am the Bread of Life. It is consoling to 
hear of Our Lord speak in this way; we 
have a handle on His identity and 
concerns in these beautiful metaphors.  
 
These sayings are often depicted in art 
and there are beautiful examples, but it 
is perhaps in our own experience, 
reflected on by our prayer, that they 
begin to make sense. Try sitting with 
the phrases from St John’s gospel and 
see what happens. Pray in silence and 
from time to time gently speak the 
phrase, I am the Good Shepherd, I am 
the True Vine, I am the Bread of Life. 
 
Praying with the scriptures, often called 
Lectio Divina, is tried and tested and 
deeply part of our tradition. Usually a 
longer piece of scripture would be used, 

but it is often a good idea to take these 
small phrases, especially when 
preparing to hear the longer gospel 
proclaimed at Sunday Mass. Can we 
imagine Jesus declaring to His followers 
that He is Good Shepherd, True Vine, 
Bread of Life? And speaking with the 
same emphasis and love to us, today?  
 
Every word of Our Lord in the gospels is 
for us. His words direct and inspire and 
assist us as we seek to  understand the 
mystery of our being and God’s love for 
us all. He asks us to remain in Him, 
abide in Him, stay with Him and the 
way we begin to do this, He counsels, is 
to ‘remain’ with His words as we pray 
and then our lives, He says, will be 
fruitful.  
 
God bless us and keep us as we seek to 
make progress in our prayer and find 
peace and happiness and fruitfulness as 
we pray.
