-Remember that the life of the Church is 
not just about the maintenance of things 
(jobs around the building and tasks 
centred on the liturgy) it is also about 
the mission of the Church and how we 
reach out to the lapsed and the 
searching.  
 
-I have left the card blank and without 
suggestion so as to make it as free and 
creative a response as possible but hope 
for specific suggestions as to what you 
could offer rather than what somebody 
else should be doing.  
 
OUR CHURCHES AFTER 19 JULY 
The churches are open for private prayer 
during the day and are also open for 
Mass. All Saints is open every day from 
9am to 4pm. 
 
We need to be attentive to the lessons of 
safety and consideration we have lived 

Things are 
now changing, but this needs to be a 
gentle process. Be assured that the 
churches are regularly cleaned and 
always well ventilated as we return to 
capacity and are no longer required to 
socially distance.

CAFOD started 
working in Afghanistan in 1980’s 
and a core part of their work was to 
work with local organizations 
committed to improving the lives of 
vulnerable and marginalized people, 
supporting them to earn a living.  
Our local councils, including 
Elmbridge are accepting refugees 
from Afghanistan.  We wish our 
new residents a happy life.  

Other parts of the world CAFOD 
continues to support local aid workers 
to deliver urgent food and water 
supplies to hundreds of thousands of 
people facing extreme hunger in 
Tigray in Ethiopia, South Sudan 
and north-east Nigeria. Please 
remember YEMEN. UPDATE: 
£500,000 has already been committed. 
This emergency is the direct result of the 
combination of Covid, climate change and 
protracted conflict.
