Dear Parishioners, dear friends, 
 

This week I celebrate my birthday and, after 
Eton’s Wednesday Mass, make a mini 
retreat. I am grateful for the opportunity to 
celebrate and pray and I’m sure you join me 
with a similar sense of gratitude. 
 
We give all our thanks to Our Lord Jesus 
Christ, the King of the Universe. It is His 
eternal reign of peace rather than the 
violence and instability of too many which 
will ultimately endure. In our free and 
relatively peaceful orbits, let us use our time 
to pray for peace.   
 
From the First Sunday of Advent the 
translation of the Scriptures for use at Mass 
changes. This has been a long work in 
progress and it is important to let the change 
bed down before we make provision for 
new missals. The missal market needs to be 
gauged before we conclude what will suit us. 
Meanwhile there are many free Missal aps 
available, not least Universalis.  
 

Sometime ago now I was trying to say my 
prayers in Westminster Cathedral.  A pious 
lady of many years approached me 
indignantly and told me turn my phone off 
in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament. I 
quietly tried to tell her that my phone 
doubled as a prayer book - she was having 
none of it. These days when you see a phone 
in church chances are it’s the scripture 
readings the user is after rather than their 
social media accounts, but who knows.  
 
Bethan Townsend and I will give a 45 
minute talk on Aspects of the New 
Lectionary after a 6.30pm Mass on Monday 
9 December at All Saints Hersham. There 
will be future opportunities to explore this 
important liturgical shift.     
 

Meanwhile the Molesey Monday Masses at 
6.30am will be candle lit. Advent begins on 
Sunday 1 December. On Sunday 15 
December Emma Daly, new St Alban’s 
head, will be inducted at Molesey at 11am by 
Bishop Richard.
